Summarizing, Paraphrasing, and Quoting
You can borrow from the works of other writers as you research. Good writers use three strategies—summarizing, paraphrasing and quoting—to blend source materials in with their own, while making sure their own voice is heard.
Quotations are the exact words of an author, copied directly from the source word for word. Quotations must be cited! 
Use quotations when:
· You want to add the power of an author’s words to support your argument 

· You want to disagree with an author’s argument 

· You are comparing and contrasting specific points of view 

Paraphrasing means rephrasing the words of an author, putting his/her thoughts in your own words. A paraphrase can be viewed as a “translation” of the original source. When you paraphrase, you rework the source’s ideas, words, phrases, and sentence structures with your own. Paraphrased text is often, but not always, slightly shorter than the original work. 
Paraphrase when:
· You plan to use information on your note cards and wish to avoid plagiarizing 
· You want to avoid overusing quotations 

· You want to use your own voice to present information 

Summarizing involves putting the main idea(s) or one or several writers into your own words, including only the main point(s). Once again, it is necessary to [give credit to] the original source. Summarized ideas are not necessarily presented in the same order as in the original source. Summaries are significantly shorter than the original and take a broad overview of the source material. 

Summarize when: 
· You want to establish background or offer an overview of a topic 

· You want to describe common knowledge (from several sources) about a topic 

· You want to determine the main ideas of a single source

HOW TO PREPARE A BIBLIOGRAPHY
When doing research and writing a report, it is always necessary to name the source(s) of your information.  This list of sources is called a bibliography.  Entries should be listed alphabetically by author’s last name.  If there is no author, use the first word of the title (ignoring A, An, or The).  If you use more than one source by the same author, list them alphabetically by title after you’ve alphabetized the list by author.
If the entry has more than one typed line, the second (third, etc.) line of an entry should be indented five spaces.  Put a space between each entry.

On the following pages, you will find the MLA (Modern Language Association) format for citing sources in a bibliography.  This is the style required by Plano ISD for all Language Arts papers.   (APA style is used for science papers.)  For each source you use (whether book, magazine, internet, etc.), choose the appropriate format.  There are additional sheets attached for you to practice writing these citations.

In books, the information you need is usually found on the back side (or verso) of the title page.  Some newer books list the publishing information at the back of the book or facing the title page.  Either way, be sure to record author(s), title, place of publication, publisher and copyright date for each book you use.

Electronic sources are trickier, but generally the information you need is at the bottom of the screen.  You also need to remember to copy or cut and paste the URL (web address).
If your assignment calls for an “Annotated Bibliography,” you follow the same rules but add a few sentences after the citation, which describe the source as well as give your readers a sense of the author’s point of view and authority.

Lowfat cream cheese can save you 300 grams of fat per year (Valenza 35).
